Grading Policy

*All students will be completing a bell ringer assignment every day.  Students will need to read the board for instructions on how to complete the assignment and what to do with the assignment once finished.  Some assignments will be graded.  Others will be used for a review or discussion.  

*All students will be writing journal entries.  Journal entries will be based on the information from class or a magazine article.  
*All students will keep a notebook.  The notebook will include all notes, handouts, bell ringer assignments, chapter questions, portfolio items, logs and lesson plans.  There will be notebook quizzes throughout each quarter. Notebooks will be collected and graded at the end of the semester and count as the final exam. 

*All students will be participating in group work.  Group papers are worth 20 points.  

*All students will be planning a lesson(s) to teach to the preschoolers.  This assignment will be worth 100 –200 points.

*Occasional homework will be given.  Homework assignments are worth 10 to 20 points based on the type of homework.

*Quizzes and tests will be given.  Quizzes are worth 5 to 10 points.  Tests are worth 50 to 100 points.

*All students will receive participation points for working with the preschool students and completing jobs to have a successful preschool program.  

*Grades will be determined by averaging all points together in each part of your whole grade at the end of each making period.
