Course Description:  Explore careers in textiles and apparel.  This course will introduce students to the textiles and apparel industry.  Studying fibers and fabrics will help students make a proper fabric selection for garments.  Students will explore the use of technology in the textile and apparel industries and design an accessory item.  Students will learn to safely and accurately use a sewing machine, and other sewing equipment to construct projects. 

Big Ideas and Essential Questions
Big Idea:

Responsible consumers use effective resource management to accomplish individual, family and community goals. 


Essential Questions:

*How do we effectively utilize human, economic and environmental resources in our daily lives?

*How and why do resources need to be managed?

Big Idea:

Families are the fundamental unit of society; strong families empower individuals to manage the challenges of living and working in a diverse, global society.


Essential Questions:

*What knowledge, skills and practices are required to achieve career success in the textile and apparel industries?

*What knowledge and implementation of using equipment properly results in successful sewing projects?

Essential Questions:

· What criteria might we use to choose a career in the textiles and apparel industry?

· What factors related to fiber and textiles should be considered when deciding which one will be used? 

· What information about fiber and textiles do we need to know?

· What factors will affect our decisions about fiber and textiles use?

· What skills are needed in apparel and textiles design?

· What are the present standards for basic construction techniques?

· What are the consequences of following or not following the present standards of basic construction?

· What are the consequences of producing an apparel product without a clear understanding of the basic construction techniques?

· What is required in construction to produce, alter, or repair a textiles product?

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Grading Policy

1 All students will be completing a bell ringer assignment every day.  Students will need to read the board for instructions on how to complete the assignment and what to do with the assignment once finished.  Some assignments will be graded.  Others will be used for a review or discussion.  

2. All students will be completing sewing logs every day.  Each entry is worth 2 points.  

3. All students will complete an accessory design project, a pillow project, a garment project.  Projects are worth 30-130 points
4. All students will keep an interactive notebook.  The notebook will include all notes and handouts from the class, bell ringer assignments, and sewing logs.  There will be notebook checks and quizzes several times during the course.  

5. All students will receive lab grades each day when working on textile and apparel projects.  Lab grades are 20 points each.

6. Occasional homework will be given.  Homework assignments are worth 10 to 20 points based on the type of homework.

7. Occasional quizzes and tests will be given.  

8. Grades will be determined by averaging all points together in each part of your whole grade at the end of each marking period. Projects are 40%.  Labs, tests, and group work are 35%.    Homework, notebook, and class work are 10%.  Participation, bell ringer assignments, and sewing logs are 15%.

Making up work

* All work missed for the day of your absence will need to be made up within 6 days of returning to school with the exception of labs.  Labs need to be made up within 14 days of returning to school.  It is your responsibility to check the folder on Schoology for your work. Any labs, quizzes or tests can be made up during I.L., before school, and after school.   If you are absent on a lab day, you will need to fill out a lab sheet and discuss with me when you are going to make up the lab.   If 6 days go by and you have not made up the missing work, you will receive a “zero” for the assignment(s). 

Late Work

9.  For everyday work is late, 2 points will be taken off.  After 6 days, the work will no longer be accepted and you will receive a “zero” for it.
