Other Discussion Items:

A. Affordable Health Care Act – Ms. Caroline Dean

Ms. Dean explained the provisions of the Act that have already been put into effect as well as provisions that will affect the district in the near future.  In 13-14 employees who work 30 hours per week will be considered full-time for health insurance purposes and in 17-18 the cost of our coverage will become a concern as it relates to the excise tax on the cost beyond a federally set limit.  
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B. Potential Roof Repair and Replacement – Mr. Howie Kessel

Mr. Kessel shared some diagrams and other information regarding our roofs with the board.  The elementary school portion listed below as second grade wing would be closer to 20,000 square feet.  We are requesting the board’s permission to seek bids.
