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The Fairfield Area School Board met on Monday evening, February 5, 2018 at 7:00 p.m. in the district boardroom for a Regular Board Meeting.  There was an Executive Session held on January 31, 2018 for legal matters and there will be one immediately following this meeting to discuss personnel matters.  The following members were in attendance: Mrs. Briggs, Mr. Murray, Mr. Strahler, Mrs. Van Metre, Mrs. Myers, Mr. Laird, Mrs. Huster, and Mrs. Mikesell, Presiding.  Mrs. Bequette was absent.  Also present were Ms. Karen Kugler, Superintendent; Ms. Caroline Dean, Business Manager and Board Recording Secretary; Mrs. Sarah Farmer, Assistant to the Superintendent for Instructional Support; Mr. Benjamin Pratt, Solicitor; Mr. Brian McDowell, High School Principal; Mrs. Barb Richwine, Elementary Principal; Mrs. Patti Weber, Middle School Principal; and Mr. Nate Makar, Coordinator of Computer Services and Technology. Student Representatives Marissa Redding and Maya Callenbach were also in attendance.

On a motion made by Mrs. Van Metre and seconded by Mrs. Briggs, the minutes of the January 15, 2018 Regular Board Meeting were unanimously approved. 
Presentations and Reports


Mr. McDowell and Mrs. Kristina Harvey reviewed the 2018-2019 High School Course Selection Book with the Board and outlined any specific changes or updates.  Changes to the Table of Contents, NCAA guidelines, Vo-Tech updates, changes in the graduation requirements’ formatting and course changes, elective updates, and Business Department course additions highlight the revisions.   Students will be able to complete their schedule choices prior to the end of school with initial scheduling beginning in March.  


Ms. Redding was excited to hear the schedule could be completed before the end of the school.  Cammy Connelly won the Gold Key for her art presentation in the South Central PA Scholastic Art Competition.  Students are now in the second semester.  National Art Honor Society will be having another paint event on Saturday, March 3, from 9 a.m. to 12 p.m.  
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Ms. Callenbach told the Board that Emma Burgess, Abby Godard, Catherine Jensen, Ryan Kelley, Lexi Ogle, Claudia Rudisill, and Jenna Sauder qualified for County Band participation.  Abby Godard also made it to districts for band as did Alex Bruder for chorus.  


Mr. McDowell reported that Megan Bequette, Abigail Creager, Courtney Harbaugh, and Brandon Peck with be participating in the FBLA Competition in April.  The Tech Prep Skills USA results are Kyris Boyle and Lida Fitz – Gold – Crime Scene Team; Amelia Sailors – Silver – Health Bowl Knowledge; and Bethany Hummel – Basic Health Care Participation. FCCLA is sending Gabby Roberts and Alyssa White to the Star Competition.  Maddy Harner and Bailey Selman will be attending an FCCLA conference.  The College Board has decided to allow schools to host SAT Testing during the day.  Ours will be held on March 7 with approximately 50 students registered to date.  


Mrs. Weber reported that Natalie Hess, Rachel Murdorf, Shannon Smyth and Noah Wylie represented the Middle School at the County Band Festival and received much praise for their performance.  On February 13, the Burns Center will present, to our fifth graders, a program about the harmful effect of tobacco products.  Our seventh graders will hear a program about how drugs effect the decision making process.  Mrs. Weber also reported on enrollment at the Middle School with a net decrease of two students.  


Mrs. Richwine reported that breakfast is fabulous.  We served 90 students on the first day and now we average approximately 70 students per day.  Today was the 100th day of school celebration.  Carolyn Finafrock, Michael Fisher, Edward Farmer, and Lincoln Kearchner will be participating in the K’NEX Challenge with their teacher, Mrs. Ulrich.  As for elementary enrollment, while she did not have exact numbers, Mrs. Richwine wanted to report that those students who have left have done so because of moving out of the area.  


Mrs. Farmer reported that a group of sixth graders will also be going to K’NEX.  Our new teacher has started and she is very excited.  


Mrs. Royer told the Board she is working on the budget, reviewing contracts, preparing necessary bids, making accounting procedural changes, and registered for the state budget webinar on February 15.  
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Ms. Kugler updated the Board on the Joint Operating Committee and the agreement.  Offerings from districts were discussed and Fairfield would like to investigate offering an EMT program.
