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The Fairfield Area School Board met on Monday evening, March 27, 2017 at 7:00 p.m. in the district boardroom for a Regular Board Meeting.  The following members were in attendance: Mr. Murray, Mrs. Van Metre, Mr. Whitcomb, Mrs. Mikesell, Presiding; Mr. Strahler, Mrs. Bequette, Mrs. Briggs and Mrs. Cavey who arrived at 7:14.  Mrs. Mays was absent.  Also present were Ms. Karen Kugler, Superintendent; Ms. Caroline Royer, Business Manager and Board Recording Secretary; Mr. Howie Kessel, Maintenance Director;  Mrs. Barb Richwine, Elementary Principal; Mrs. Peggy Crider, Assistant to the Superintendent; Ms. Crystal Heller, Athletic Director, who arrived at 7:12; and Mr. Nate Makar, Coordinator of Computer Services and Technology.  Student representative Ms. Troxell was also present.    
Minutes

On a motion made by Mrs. Van Metre and seconded by Mr. Strahler, the minutes of the March 13, 2017 Regular Board meeting were unanimously approved. 

Presentations and Reports

Mr. Bob Welsh, Ms. Jen Fleener, and Ms. Karen Kugler gave a presentation on Aquaponics, explaining the process, the educational validity and the costs.  Food and plants are grown using the waste product of the fish in a wholly contained ecological system.  The entire system would be located in the greenhouse and funds would come from vocational grant monies received from prior years.  


Mr. Kessel, Building and Grounds, was presented with his Professional Registration Renewal from PASBO.  


Ms. Royer reviewed the 2017-2018 proposed budget with the Board.  No changes have been made in anticipated revenues but Title II funds may be in jeopardy.  Reductions have been made in capital expenditures and technology.  Ms. Royer stressed that increases will be made in charter school tuition and special education expense when more definitive information is received.  The current deficit is $360,000 of which $175,000 is for the roof which was committed from existing fund balance.  


Mr. Hoffacker, FEA President, showed the Board a plaque listing each student who has received the $600 scholarship given by FEA.  The plaque will be placed near the high school office.  
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Public Comment


Dean Thomas asked about the status of his transportation request for Borough elementary students.  Ms. Royer supplied the number of potential students who could benefit from borough transportation.  More information will be provided at a subsequent meeting.  



Ms. Huster expressed concerns about crosswalks and the necessity for crossing guards.  Discussion was held regarding the difference between crossing guards and fire police who are authorized to stop traffic as necessary.

Other Action Items


Mr. Brian Bingeman presented the bid details and explained the process to date.  We received two solid bids with Schlouch, Inc. providing the lowest bid overall.  Mr. Bingeman reviewed the alternates and answered questions from the Board regarding the differences in the alternates.  The total cost for the recommended alternates is $693,105 with $13,720 additional for the engineering fees which has already been approved.  We have 78 students participating at the High School level and 35 at the Middle School level.  Without this track replacement our 

students will not be able to compete at home.  The anticipated life expectancy is 10-12 years 

before resurfacing is necessary.
