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The Fairfield Area School Board met on Monday evening, September 10, 2018 at 7:00 p.m. in the district boardroom for a regular meeting.   There was an Executive Session prior to the meeting for personnel matters.  The following members were in attendance: Mr. Strahler, Presiding; Mrs. Myers, Mrs. Huster, Mrs. Bequette, Mrs. Van Metre, Mr. Whitcomb, Mr. Laird, Mrs. Briggs and Mr. Murray. The principals reviewed their responses and recommendations for the survey action plans.  Mr. McDowell will continue meetings, have an open door policy, promote a positive school culture, and limit initiatives, all with the mission statement at the forefront.  Mrs. Weber will focus on communication using one platform, support with additional visitations while recognizing accomplishments, and have consistent discipline.  Mrs. Richwine will increase and improve resources, communication, and limit to one new initiative per year.  Mrs. Farmer will offer more support, communication, leadership, and provide fact sheets.  

Public Comment

Zach Sherman was welcomed as our new student representative and told the board that the start of the school year was very smooth and going well.  Ms. Callenbach talked about the fundraiser for the Spain trip.  
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Mrs. Weber spoke about “Stall Talk” and the positive messages she is putting in the building throughout the restrooms and other areas.  This has been planned for quite a while and will be monitored by a teacher.  


Ms. Kugler spoke about adding wrestling to the curriculum and the questions that arose in discussions with the physical education teachers.  They have concerns about the mats being cleaned daily, supplies, skin to skin contact, and coed programs. They are very willing to have coaches come in and demonstrate in their classes.
