The following members were in attendance: Mrs. Van Metre, Presiding; Mrs. Myers, Mr. Laird, Mrs. Holz, Mr. Strahler, Mr. Shutt, Mr. Whitcomb, Mr. Murray and Mrs. Bequette. Also present were Mr. Mike Adamek, Superintendent; Mr. Dan Watkins, Special Education Supervisor; Mrs. Caroline Royer, Business Manager; Mr. Nathan Makar, Coordinator of Computer Services and Technology; Mr. Howie Kessel, Buildings and Grounds Director; Mr. Brian McDowell, High School Principal; Mrs. Patti Weber, Middle School Principal, and Mrs. Barb Richwine, Elementary School Principal.

Minutes


On a motion made by Mrs. Myers and seconded by Mr. Shutt, the minutes of the September 9, 2019 meeting were unanimously approved.  

Presentations


Mr. McDowell mentioned we are heading into the busy testing season with PSAT’s & SAT’s.  We will be hosting SAT’s here at the school in October and April. He noted that the students are more comfortable taking the test in a familiar environment and that the College Boards started last year offering the tests during the week.


Mrs. Weber stated she had one of the “best days” in the middle school. She met in the morning with Liberty Mountain representatives about the Shared Winter Program. It begins in January and will help get students involved in enjoying the winter sports. The program will be offered to 15-20 students; and includes lessons, equipment and transportation. We also had the best assembly in the stadium today with a martial arts group from South Korea. The students were great and the teachers broke boards.  It was a great time in the stadium. 


Mrs. Richwine has the Martial Arts team tomorrow at 1:35 PM and has teachers who have volunteered to “break the boards.”  We are calling it our PBIS impact event. Music will be playing and it will be a fun time.  


Mr. Watkins updated the board on the support positions: two aide positions are still open. He mentioned offers were made, however, for various reasons they didn’t accept the offers. He is asking for “Word of Mouth” during Pippinfest this weekend.

Mr. Watkins added that the gifted program at the high school has now joined the York-Adams Quiz Bowl League with 8 other schools. Matches are held on Tuesdays from October through January. Our first match is at Bermudian Springs HS on October 8th. 

Two high school students will be attending Millersville University Science, Demonstration and Exam on October 24th. Students will take part in an exam, demonstrations and listen to a keynote speaker.


Mr. Watkins also noted he spent 2 days in a Cohort in Harrisburg for Special Education Supervisors. 


Mr. Kessel stated the contractors are still here working a 4 PM to 12 AM shift mostly in the Elementary School.   He also said the boilers will be ready in the elementary in 2-3 weeks and also in the high school. Construction should be wrapping up in the next 2-3 weeks.

 
Mr. Adamek continued speaking about curriculum timelines and resources. We are looking forward to having a representative from PA Career & Counseling Association from Franklin & Marshall College to talk about their operation where a counselor comes into our school for a 2-year period working with our students and counselors as our Career Counselor did in past years. There is a cost and we will be looking at Perkins to possibly cover it. The advertisement is still out there for the Career Counselor position in case we choose to not go in that direction. Mr. Adamek also announced that we have an Athletic Committee meeting and a Safety meeting next week that is open to the public.

 
The board inquired about vacancies and descriptions of various open positions and how they are listed on our website. Ms. Brown clarified where the vacancies are on our website and what other avenues we use to advertise.   


The student representatives added that the junior class met and has started the SWIBS adopt causes. The senior class had a meeting to discuss information regarding graduation. Our sports teams are doing well and multiple teams have winning records.  The high school is preparing for Spirit Week – October 7th and is currently advertising for students who are interested in the Quiz Bowl League.
