There is no change in this contract from the original bus portion previously approved by the board. As per Brooke E. D. Say, Solicitor, we are not required to bid this service and our contract does allow us to work this out with a successor in interest such as Kyle Flook who, while previously a driver and trainer, is now purchasing this portion of the business.
