High School Schedule Changes – Mr. Brian McDowell



Motion:  Move to grant permission for the administration to dismiss qualifying high school students at 11:00 AM on January 15, 16 and 17, 2013.



Background:  The administration requests a change in the school schedule to permit the early dismissal of approximately 200 HS students who are not involved in the Winter Keystone Assessment "wave" of test takers.  The reason for the early dismissal is to accommodate the HS testing schedule for the students taking the Keystone tests and to avoid unproductive time for those not taking the tests.  Students and teachers K-8 will not be impacted by this change in the schedule.  HS teachers will work their contracted day during the testing days.  The 11:00 AM dismissal will be supported with a limited number of buses.  Regular dismissal, with buses, will occur at the end of the secondary and elementary day.  The transportation cost of the early dismissal is approximately $1,159.20.

Background: School districts are required, by January 31, 2013, to adopt a resolution if it is their intent to not raise taxes by more than the index.  For the Fairfield Area School District, the index is 2.1% or .1993 mills which equates to approximately $167,000 in additional revenue should the Board decide to raise the tax rate to the index.  The resolution is presented in its formality as required by the Pennsylvania Department of Education.

Mr. William Chain spoke about the testing data and had a presentation outlining how the data can be located and reviewed on the district website. Our HS did not make AYP but we have some of the highest scores in the County.  Mr. Chain explained the testing and what factors are utilized to determine AYP. 

B. Budgetary Timeline and Adjusted Index – 


Ms. Caroline Dean presented a timeline to the Board outlining the requirements for the 2013-2014 budget process.  In addition, she shared with the board that our district adjusted index is 2.1% which equates to approximately $167,000 in new revenue at the maximum millage increase allowed.
