If a fnrr‘nal glfted -E-‘-.-'EIILIEI[IOH is warranted a Penﬂissinn to Eualuate {PTE} farm will
be mailed to the parent. If permission is granted, the school psychologist will conduct a gifted
evaluation and submit a Gifted Written Report (GWR) summarizing the findings within 60
calendar days. This report will then be reviewed by the Gifted Multidisciplinary Evaluation
team (GMDE) to determine eligibility.

If the student is not eligible for gifted
support services, the parant is given the
aption of having a GMDE meeting to
discuss the findings as well as
educational recommendations for
enrichment in regular education, if
warranted.

If student is eligible, the parent will
receive an invitation ten days prior to
the GMDE meeting to review and
discuss the student’'s GIEP. This initial
meeting is scheduled by the school
psychologist. The Gifted Support
Teacher will draft a Gifted
Individualized Education Plan (GIEP)
to be reviewed at a GIEP meeting.
